]  Scott was convicted July 19,
5 , 1991, in Preble County C3_gunon
Pleas Court, He was accused in
th¥ New Paris shooting of Albert
““Pete’’ Ruebush, and received an
eight to 25-year sentence. He was
acquitted on murder and at-
tempted murder charges in the
case,

According to court documents,
Scott's lawyer, Steven Hobbs, said -
the conviction should be over-
turned because the court made
procedural errors during the trial.

Scott also was convicted in
" March on murder and rape
charges in connection with the
death of Eldorado resident Lesa
Buckley. He was sentenced to 15
to 25 years for the rape charge and
15 years to Iife for the murder
charge. :
Scott has appealed his convic-
tion in the Buckley case, but the
appeals court has not made a deci- . -
J sion on the appeal. Dt
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Tony Young — Statement June 3, 1991

Tony Young waited nearly a year after Lesa's death to make a statement to
investigators, in which he stated he assumed he had seen Billy having sex with
Lesa Buckley the night of the murder. Then a month and a half after Billy shot
and killed Rick Stoner he finally came forward with what he had “seen”. The date
of this statement is 6/3/91. It has been established that Tony Young had a
familial relationship with Ricky Stoner. In addition, Tony was initially to be used
in the Grand Jury Trial against Billy. The Grand Jury didn’t even believe Tony to
be credible, so the prosecution used him only at the criminal trial. That is when
Gary Heath came into the picture. He was more believable than Tony.
